
Students applying to Lorenzo deõ Medici directly can secure housing in one of two ways: through the LdM Housing Ofþce or 
independently. Students applying through LdMõs North American Enrollment Services Ofþce in Austin will receive a Housing 
Booklet with all housing option details upon acceptance to the program. 

*The following may or may not apply to students applying to LdM through afþliated programs. Please contact your speciþc 
program for their housing information and policies.

1. LdM HOUSING OPTIONS
Lorenzo deõ Medici is pleased to facilitate the housing arrangements in a shared apartment with other LdM students. Most 
students choose the student apartment option, but homestay is available through the LdM Housing Ofþce on a limited basis 
for certain sites and sessions. Please contact us for more information.

PLEASE NOTE:

LdM offers Housing Assistance Services with the sole intention of facilitating the studentõs study abroad experience. The 
students therefore are not necessarily obliged to choose housing through the school service if they wish to þnd their own 
accommodation instead. Consequently, LdM is not an intermediary and it does not receive any commission from providing 
this service. LdM will directly sign, as formal tenant, the agreements with the landlords.

2. INDEPENDENT HOUSING OPTIONS
Students may also choose an independent housing option for any of our sites. In Florence, this includes the following: 
Residencia La Contessina, Plus Florence Hostel, or independent arrangements. Plus Florence is a hostel with newly-
renovated facilities and a dorm-like setting. La Contessina offers residents hotel-like accommodations and services.  
Students may also choose to make other independent housing arrangements.

Please consult the LdM North American Enrollment Services Ofþce for more information on all housing options. 

HOUSING RESERVATION PROCEDURE (ALL STUDENTS)

n Upon acceptance to LdM, students will be e-mailed the Housing Selection Form, Personal Proþle & Housing Rules & 
Personal Data Forms (for student apartments only), and Housing Booklet with detailed descriptions of each housing 
option, rules and policies, etc. Students must return the completed applicable forms to LdM Austin by the application 
deadline in order to ensure their housing reservation.

n Students must pay half of their total program cost (including housing, if applicable) by the Application Deadline. 
Students must pay the remaining balance of their total program cost (including housing) by the Program Payment 

STUDENTS SECURING LDM APARTMENT ONLY

n Students must submit the $300 Housing Deposit to LdM Austin upon acceptance to the program. The housing deposit 
must be received in order for the housing request to be processed and no later than the Application Deadline.  
Students who apply on or near that deadline must provide the housing deposit with their application. Housing 
reservations will not be made until we receive your housing deposit and all housing forms.

n Students who choose the apartment option will be e-mailed approximately two weeks before the program start date 
with their housing assignment, roommate and/or apartment mates.

PLEASE NOTE:

Å Above cost does not include $300 housing deposit, which will be refunded to student after the program, minus any 
cleaning costs, damages, or utility costs over the monthly average included in rent. The $300 housing deposit cannot be 
subtracted from the housing rent balance. 

Å Housing is for exact dates of programs. Students must vacate between program sessions. LdM can assist students in 
þnding storage and students will pay storage provider directly on site. Many students opt to travel between program 
sessions. 

Å January Intersession housing cost paid directly to Hotel Tuscania. Consult LdM Austin for more information.

Å Housing costs for apartments include coverage of utility costs up to $75. Utility expenses above $75 will be charged to 
student residents.

Å Students interested in other housing options (residence, hotel, or hostel) should consult the LdM Housing Booklet upon 
acceptance for additional information. Housing with a host family is available on a very limited basis. Contact LdM 
Austin for more information.

Å All apartments are NON-SMOKING. 

Å Neither LdM nor the landlord is responsible for personality conÿicts among students sharing the same apartment.

Co-ed housing is not available through LdM.

Check-In Procedure

Approximately two weeks before the class starting date, the school will provide the student with apartment address and 
information regarding the check-in day (via e-mail).

Check-Out Procedure

During the last week of class, the housing coordinators and landlords will inspect the studentsõ apartments. If there is no 
damage to the apartment and its contents, students will be refunded the $300 deposit (net of charges due to cleaning 
costs, damages, or utility costs over the monthly average included in the rent.

The Housing Deposit check will be sent to the studentõs mailing address written on the Housing Form 20 days 
after the studentõs program departure date.



Apartment Description

Å Most apartments have two or three bedrooms. A very limited number have only one bedroom and some may 
have more than three bedrooms. The shared apartments are usually suitable for a minimum of 2 to a maximum of 8 
persons. In a double bedroom, two students share the bedroom. In a single bedroom, the student has his/her own 
bedroom. In all cases students share the apartment with several other students. 

Å All apartments are completely furnished and equipped with bed linens, basic pots and pans and kitchen utensils. 
They are not provided with towels, phone, or air conditioning. Although apartments are of the same standard and 
have similar facilities, no two apartments are alike. 

Å Some apartments are located closer to the school premises than others. All apartments, however, are located 
within walking distance from school or a nearby bus/metro route.  Unlike in the United States, most apartments 
in Italy, especially in the historic city centers, are situated in antique buildings. While apartments are of the same 
standard, each is unique and some will be closer than others to campus.  It is, unfortunately, impossible to þnd 
apartments that are all similar and all close to the school. Therefore, we request all students to try to be adaptable 
and open-minded.

Å Students will not be allowed to check into their apartments before check-in date and/or check out of their 
apartments after check-out date.

Å Please remember that once the student arrives on site, no refund will be made for any reason whatsoever in the 
event of a student deciding to cancel, change or vacate an assigned apartment. 

Apartment housing costs include:

Å Semester rent, with þxed check-in and check-out dates as speciþed above

Å Repairs not caused by studentsõ negligence or carelessness 

Å Utilities (water, gas, electricity), provided the consumption bills are equal or lower than the average cost determined 
by the real estate agency. Any costs above the average consumption bills will be charged to the students sharing the 
same apartment.

Apartment housing costs do not include:

Å Meals

Å Towels

Å Damage caused by studentõs negligence and carelessness

Å Extra cleaning: if the apartment is not clean during the speciþed check-out date, students will be responsible for an 
additional cleaning charge. The total cost will be estimated and determined by the landlord and your advisor. The total 
amount due will then be deducted from your housing deposit.

LdM STUDENT APARTMENT CANCELLATION POLICIES: 
The policies listed below are for the student apartment option only. Upon acceptance to the program, you will receive a Housing Booklet 
with cancellation and refund policies for all housing options.

Semester Cancellation Policy 

Å If a student cancels 45 days or MORE prior to the check-in date, the housing deposit (US$300) will be refunded.

Å If a student cancels 44-31 days preceding the check-in date, the student will lose the housing deposit (US$300).

Å If a student cancels 30-11 days preceding the check-in date, the student is liable for the housing deposit (US $300) plus 
the þrst housing monthly rent.

Å From 10-0 days, no refund will be made for any reason whatsoever in case the student decides to cancel, change or 
vacate the assigned apartment. 

Å  The student will be fully liable for the total housing cost and housing deposit if no ofþcial notice of the studentõs 
cancellation is received by LdM before check-in date. 

Å Please be aware that the $300 housing deposit and housing rent are not kept by LDM but retained by the landlord to 
partially cover the loss of the occupant.
