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HOUSING Information: Janua ry Inte rsession 2008 
 
Lorenzo de’ Medici is pleased to facilitate the housing arrangement process for students.  
Most LdM students prefer to stay in student apartments, as they are the most affordable 
and are usually the closest to campus or a direct bus route.  Other housing options (hotel, 
residencia, or family stay) are available at varying costs and availabilities. Please consult 
our US Enrollment Services Office for more information. 
 
� Please mail your completed  and signed  Housing Request Form  and Personal Profile  to  
    LdMÕs US Enrollment Services Office by  the Application Deadline for your program . 
 
�  Within two weeks of acceptance notification , students must mail the $ 300 Housing  
    Deposit (if living in an apartment) to the US Enrollment Services Office.  The housing  

deposit must be received by the Application Deadline, so students who apply on or 
near that deadline must provide the Housing Deposit with their application. Housing 
reservations will not be made until we receive your housing deposit. 

 
� Students must pay half of their total program cost ( including housing ) by the  
    Application Deadline.  If a student’s application is denied, all deposits and payments  
    will be refunded in full. 
 
� Students must pay the remaining  balance  of their to tal program cost ( including   
    housing)  by the Final Payment Deadline for their program . Once the student has sent    
    the housing request form and the housing deposit, the student will be notified by LdM  
    and asked to send the housing payment.

PLEASE NOTE: 
 
• The student will be assigned housing only  after LdM has received the Housing 

Deposit. 
 
• LdM offers Housing Assistance Services with the sole intention of facilitating students’ 

study abroad experience.  Students are not obligated to secure housing with LdM. 
Students choosing to secure housing independently must notify LdM’s US Enrollment 
Services Office. LdM is not an intermediary and it does not receive any commission 
from providing this service.  LdM will directly sign, as formal tenant, the agreements 
with the landlords. 

 
• LdM will make reservations for students who request student housing up to the 

registration deadline. Housing requests that are received by LdM after the 
application deadline will not be honored. In addition, LdM reserves the right not to 
accept reservations that are received when no more apartments are available. In 
this case, students will be notified and asked to select another housing option.  
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• Space is limited.  Apartments will be assigned on a first reservation basis according to 
availability and based on the student’s personal profile form and any specific 
roommate/apartment mate requests. Students will be assigned a place in a double 
bedroom in a furnished apartment that will be shared with other LdM students. If a 
student’s room request cannot be honored due to space limitations, the student will 
be assigned according to availability. Housing requests are requests only, not 
guarantees. 

 
• Students will not be able to choose their apartment or change roommates.  Any 

roommate/apartment mate requests must be specified on the housing agreement 
form. 

 
• Students will not be allowed to check into their apartme nts before the check -in date 

or to check out of their apartments after check -out date.  
 

 
APARTMENTS DESCRIPTION 

 
• Most apartments have two or three bedrooms. A very limited number have only one 

bedroom, and some may have more than three bedrooms. Therefore, four to six 
students generally share an apartment. In a double bedroom, two students share the 
bedroom. 

 
• Apartments are furnished and equipped with bed linens, basic pots and pans, 

kitchen utensils, a washing machine and a TV. Each apartment has a fully fitted 
kitchen and living room. Towels are generally not included in apartments and we 
recommend that students bring their own set of towels to Italy with them. 

 
 
• Although apartments are of the same standard and have similar facilities, no two 

apartments are alike.  They are not all located in the same building, but are within 
walking distance from the school facilities or nearest bus route. 

 
 
HOUSING DEPOSIT  
• For student apartments only.  
 
• A $300 housing deposit is to be mailed to the LdM US Enrollment Services Office within 

two weeks of acceptance into the program. The $300 housing deposit serves as a 
guarantee for the reservation of the room.  The $300 housing deposit will be returned 
in the form of a security deposit only when the students check-out of their apartment, 
unless damages are found in the apartment or if there are outstanding bills to be 
paid to the landlord. 
 

• According to the Cancellation and Refund Policy, The Housing deposit is refundable 
up to 30 days before the program start date. From 29-0 days before the program 
start date, the Housing Deposit is non-refundable.

The $300 housing deposit cannot be subtracted from the housing rent balance. 
 
• The housing re nt balance is due by the Final Program Payment Deadline.

Hotel Tuscania is two minutes walking distance from the historical centre and all the rooms have 
balconies from where it’s possible to enjoy a beautiful panorama. Each room has a private 
bathroom and it is furnished with two single beds, one desk, two chairs, telephone, one closet and 
one sink, and has satellite TV, refrigerator, heating and air conditioning. Hotel Tuscania has a small 
cafeteria and a beautiful terrace with a lovely view of the old part of the city. Students may 
receive incoming calls in their rooms.  
 
Costs include:  
• Room rent for the January intersession (Jan. 3 -24)   
• Continental breakfast  
• Utilities 
• Daily cleaning of bed linens and towels changing once a week 
 
Costs do NOT include:  
• Meals (lunch and dinner). 

• Repairs due to students’ carelessness or negligence (i.e. broken toilets, clogged sinks 

and /or drains, blown out lamp bulbs, ripped off outlets, broken windows, damaged 

furniture). 

HOTEL TUSCANIA PAYMENT PROCEDURE: 
 
•    The housing rent ba lance is due by the Final Program Payment Deadline.  
 
•    The payment must be a separate check made out to the hotel, not to Lorenzo de’ 

Medici.

• Upon arrival in Italy, no refund will be made for any reason whatsoever in case the student 

decides to cancel, change or vacate the assigned apartment.  
 
• Please be aware that the $300 housing deposit is not kept by LdM, but is retained by the 

landlord to partially cover the loss of the occupant.
