
Housing Information & Policies: Summer 2008

Lorenzo deõ Medici is pleased to facilitate the housing arrangement process for students.
Most LdM students prefer to stay in student apartments, as they are the most affordable
and are usually the closest to campus or a direct bus route. Other housing options (hotel,
residencia, or family stay) are available at varying costs and availabilities. Please consult
LdMõs North American Enrollment Services Ofþce for more information. 

А Please mail your completed and signed Housing Request Form and Personal Proþle to
    LdMõs LdMõs North American Enrollment Services Ofþce by the Application Deadline for     
    your program.

А Within two weeks of acceptance notiþcation, students must mail the $300 Housing
    Deposit (if living in an apartment) to the North American Enrollment Services Ofþce. The housing
    deposit must be received by the Application Deadline, so students who apply on or
    near that deadline must provide the Housing Deposit with their application. Housing
    reservations will not be made until we receive your housing deposit.

А Students must pay half of their total program cost (including housing) by the
    Application Deadline. If a studentõs application is denied, all deposits and payments
    will be refunded in full.

А Students must pay the remaining balance of their total program cost (including
    housing) by the Final Payment Deadline for their program. A late fee of $125.00 will apply for all   
   students  who pay after the program payment deadline. 

PLEASE NOTE:

LdM offers Housing Assistance Services with the sole intention of facilitating the studentõs study abroad experience. The 
students therefore are not necessarily obliged to choose housing through the school service if they wish to þnd their own 
accommodation instead. Consequently, LDM is not an intermediary and it does not receive any commission from providing 
this service. LDM will directly sign, as formal tenant, the agreements with the landlords.

LdM will make reservations for students up to the registration deadline. Housing requests that are received by LdM after the 
application deadline will not be honored if there are no more places available. In addition, LdM reserves the right to reject 
reservations that are received when no more apartments are available. In this case, students will be notiþed and asked to 
select another housing option. 

Depending on the request and availability, students will be assigned to a spot in single or double room in a furnished 
apartment that is to be shared with other students enrolled at LdM. Space is limited. Apartments will be assigned on a þrst 
reservation basis according to apartment availability at that particular time and based on the studentõs personal proþle form 
and any speciþc roommate/apartment mate requests. 

Please also note that the number of single rooms is very limited. If a studentõs request for a single or double room cannot 
be honored due to space limitations, the student will be informed accordingly and asked to accept the alternative type of 
room. Students will not be able to choose their apartment or change roommates. Any roommate/apartment mate requests 
must be speciþed on the housing agreement form.



SUMMER 2008 HOUSING COSTS
Housing costs per person in US dollars for one monthly summer session (June: May 22-June 21, 2008; July: June 26-July 26, 
2008; August: July 25-August 23, 2008) are as follows:

Housing costs include:
Monthly rent, with þxed check-in and check-out dates as speciþed above.
Repairs not caused by studentsõ negligence or carelessness.
Utilities (water, gas, electricity), provided the consumption bills are equal or lower than the average cost determined by 
the real estate agency. Any costs above the average consumption bills will be charged to the students sharing the same 
apartment.

Housing costs do not include:
Meals.
Repairs due to studentsõ carelessness or negligence (i.e. broken toilets, clogged sinks and/or drains, blown out lamp bulbs, 
ripped off outlets, broken windows, damaged furniture).

 Students must pay the housing cost in full before checking in.

HOUSING CANCELLATION AND REFUND POLICY 

According to the Cancellation and Refund Policy, the Housing Deposit is refundable 45 days or more before the program 
start date. 44-0 days before the program start, the Housing Deposit is non-refundable. Furthermore, 29-0 days before the 
program start, students will forfeit their Housing Deposit AND are also liable for the þrst monthõs rent. 

Upon arrival in Italy, no refund will be made for any reason whatsoever in case the student decides to cancel, change, or 
vacate the assigned apartment.

Please be aware that the Housing Deposit is not kept by LdM, but retained by the landlord to partially cover the loss of the 
occupant.

APARTMENT DESCRIPTION

Most apartments have two or three bedrooms. A very limited number have only one bedroom, and some may have more 
than three bedrooms. The shared apartments are usually suitable for a minimum of 2 to a maximum of 8 persons.

In a double bedroom two students share the bedroom. In a single bedroom, the student has his/her own bedroom. In all 
cases students share the apartment with several other students. 

All apartments are completely furnished and equipped with bed linens, basic pots and pans and kitchen utensils. Each 
apartment has a fully þtted kitchen and living room. They are not provided with towels, phone, or air conditioning. We 
suggest students bring a set of towels from home or purchase them in Italy. Although apartments are of the same standard 
and have similar facilities, no two apartments are alike.

Some apartments are located closer to the school premises than others. All apartments, however, are located within 
walking distance from school or a nearby bus route.  

А Students will not be allowed to check into their apartments before check-in date and/or check out of their apartments 
after check-out date.



CHECK-IN PROCEDURE 
Ten days before the class starting date, the school will provide the student with (via e-mail or fax):
Apartment address.
Personal data form to be þlled out and presented at check-in date.
Copy of the housing Rules form to be signed and presented at check-in date. 
Information regarding the check-in day.

CHECK-OUT PROCEDURE
During the last week of class, the housing coordinators and landlords will inspect the student apartments. 
Please note that the $300 housing deposit will be refunded after the session is over ONLY if all program fees have been paid 
and no damages to the apartment or its contents have been incurred. 
Please be aware that another apartment inspection will be done by the landlords after the studentsõ departure and if 
damages are found, the LdM transcripts of all the tenants will be withheld.
Check-out time is no later than 12 (noon) on check-out date.

APARTMENT RULES

Students are not allowed to invite anyone to stay over. Only those people registered as living in the apartment may use the 
apartment facilities. Should the landlord þnd people other than those registered as living in the apartment, he has the right 
to ask the tenants to immediately vacate the apartment.  

Students are not allowed to make loud noises in the apartment and/or common building areas at any time, especially after 
9 PM.  Students are asked to respect other people living in the same building at all times.  Should the tenant/s behave in a 
manner that is not acceptable by civilized standards, the landlord has the right to ask the student(s) to immediately vacate 
the apartment.

Students cannot hang pictures, posters or stickers on the walls or furniture nor can they move furniture around.

The landlord cannot be held responsible for problems related to water supply, gas, or electricity. However, the landlord will 
arrange for these problems to be solved in the shortest time possible.

Should students encounter any problems in the apartment during their stay, they must immediately inform the landlord. 
Complaints þled only at the end of the stay will not be taken into consideration and the landlord will not be held responsible 
for any compensation claim.

On check-out day, apartments must be left perfectly clean and in the same good condition as at the time of check-in. 
Students will be charged US $50 each by the landlord in the case that the apartment is not left in an acceptable condition.

All apartments are non-smoking.

*Please note that neither LdM nor the landlord are not responsible for personality conÿicts among students 
sharing the same apartment.

*Students will not be allowed to check into their apartments before check-in date 
and/or check out of their apartments after check-out date.
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
